Seven out of eight categories increased favorably; Including School Safety, Student Interactions, and Emotional Well-Being. 

Areas of strength identified: Rigorous Expectations is an area of strength with 77% favorability.  Valuing of School is also an area of strength with 74% 
favorability. 

Areas where growth is needed: Student Voice is an area where growth is needed.  This topic had a favorable response rate below 30%.

Substances, Student Interactions, and Facilities.

Teachers/staff are able to provide input through staff meetings, ILT meetings, SSC, response to walkthrough feedback, and PLC 
meetings. 
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Several students had a difficult time differentiating between the Learning target (standard being addressed) and the content-
specific work. 
It will be necessary for us to backwards plan, first developing SC and the assessment tied to that SC, before planning the 
lesson. Students should be able to answer the questions, "What are you learning?" "Why are you learning this?"  "How will you 
know you have learned it?"  Having common formative assessments will help teachers and students stay focused on what we 
are teaching and learning. 
 
Another area of focus has been math instruction.  We are focusing on Math talks, specifically on subitizing and making sure 
students understand the concrete, representational and abstract math concepts.  Teachers use visual aids, and manipulatives 
to help solidify understanding. 
 
AVID is being implemented schoolwide.  Teachers have been trained on 3-Column Notes and student use of this strategy has 
been evident during classroom observations.

In Fontana, i-Ready is used to monitor the growth and progress towards meeting the literacy and numeracy goals identified in 
the School Plan for Student Achievement (SPSA).  Both Fall and Winter  i-Ready data reports provide predictions in order for us 
to target potential outcomes for the Spring California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP).   
Professional Learning Communities (PLC) utilize the fall and winter i-ready data to adjust their units of study in the event that 
some essential standards have to be re-taught.  Data Analysis of English Learners (ELs) would be facilitated by the breakdown 
of ELs within the common i-Ready data reports. 
 
This year, some PLCs were able to meet bi-weekly with the TOA to analyze assessment data and monitor student progress.  
Teachers address their concerns with their member of the Instructional Leadership Team (ILT) and these concerns/needs are 
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Standards, Assessment, and Accountability 

then addressed at our site ILT meeting.  Teachers are also given time each month to work as a Student Intervention Team (SIT) 
where they look at student data, create goals for at-promise students, and/or progress monitor these students.

Kathy Binks ES uses the English Language Proficiency Assessment for California (ELPAC) data to establish beginning of year 
English Language Development (ELD) groups.  Grade level PLCs utilize the current language development levels to provide 
scaffolds during both integrated and designated ELD.  Throughout the year, it is more difficult to assess the linguistic progress 
of our ELs without a common formative assessment.  This makes it challenging to implement designated ELD throughout the 
year as we don't have an effective way to monitor linguistic progress.

In May 2024, SSC formally monitored the actions of the SPSA for implementation and outcomes of the school plan.

Curriculum- Kathy Binks ES utilizes district adopted materials in all core areas: ELA, ELD, and math. McGraw Hill Wonders for 
ELA and ELD, McGraw Hill My Math for math, TCI History Social Studies. TWIG NGSS. One hundred percent of the classrooms 
use these materials as their primary source for instruction. 
Instruction is provided to all students through our state Common Core Standards.  Teachers incorporate learning targets and 
success criteria to their lesson plans so that content and rigor are focused.

In addition to the district adopted curriculum, supplemental instruction materials are also incorporated to the instructional 
day for students who are identified as reading below grade level standards. Through the Response to Intervention (RTI) model, 
students are provided additional assistance using the following reading intervention programs: System 44, Read 180, Wonder 
Works, SIIPPS, etc. There are currently no intensive ELD interventions.  We do have a math intervention support aide (MISA)

No, it has not been implemented effectively.  Our ELPI scores have dropped from 53.2% to 41.4%.  This is evident in classroom walkthroughs.  We provide 
integrated ELD and focus on vocabulary and language development, but we don't have a consistent method nor consistent practices in all classrooms to foster 
the development of language.  Moving forward we will dedicate a block of time for designated to ELD and it will be a part of our walkthrough focus.

No, it has not been implemented effectively in each class. MPS TOA will be providing PD and modeling lessons in order to address the specific linguistic needs 
of students.

We need a specific plan to ensure that ELs are getting designated ELD and We need some common assessments to measure progress throughout the year. We 
also need PD on what an effective designated ELD lesson looks like.  Admin has reached out to MPS TOA to plan effective PDs and lesson plans to best support 
our staff and ELS.

In Reading, Foundational skills is the greatest area of need in grades K-1. 
In Reading grades 2-5 Informational Text and Vocabulary are the greatest areas of need. 
In Math, Number and operations is greatest area of need.

* Root Cause: Training and resources have not been provided consistently to effectively implement designated ELD.  The lack of CFA in ELD makes it difficult to 
gauge whether or not students are making progress throughout the year, and how much progress, exactly. 
The white student group and Students with Disabilities have a very high chronic absentee rate which increased from the prior year. 
*Root Cause: Students are not feeling connected to school.

A variety of site-based metrics were used to measure student academic achievement (i-Ready, pre/post tests, AR usage) the implementation of 
professional learning (Classroom visits data, teacher survey data), Parent involvement (parent surveys, agendas/sign-ins,) and climate and culture (student, 
parent and staff surveys, attendance data, suspensions/office referrals). 
 
Identified Areas of Strength: 

Students are reading more in order to meet their AR goals. 
In  i-Ready, students are improving in Math at a slightly higher rate than in reading. 
Students, staff, and parents enjoy being a part of the school community and there is a positive school climate. 
 
Identified Needs (Areas for Growth): 

Continue to offer Parenting workshops to engage parents. 
Continue to emphasize math strategies that include manipulatives and critical thinking connected to real-life. 
i-Ready Reading: 
Fall: 19% of students were on or above grade level. 
Winter: 38% of students were on or above grade level. 
i-Ready Math: 
Fall: 8% of students were on or above grade level. 
Winter: 23% of students were on or above grade level. 
Both reading and math will need laser-like focus to bring more students to grade level.

Nearly 3/4 of ELs are performing below average in both reading and math which is significantly below schoolwide performance. 

How does the EL Student Group growth compare to the ALL-Student Group? 

Growth for ELs is slightly below schoolwide growth on both reading and math, thus maintaining the achievement gap. 

Identified Areas of Strength: 

In Reading, Literature and Informational text are a relative strength compared to other goal areas in grades K-1. 
In Reading, grades 2-5, a relative strength is Literary text. 
In Math, Operations and algebraic thinking is a relative strength.

In Reading, the greatest area of need is k-1 is Language and Writing.  In grades 2-5 the greatest area of need is Vocabulary.
